● School report card for 2021 - 2022 available now, newer one available in
December

o currently 3 points away from a 5 star school (a big component is
attendance - ask for parents to try as best as possible to only do half
day or schedule vacations around days off)

o total absences of 9 or more is detrimental (total of excused and
unexcused)

o question: is it still 5 days absence for Covid and the answer is yes,
and the student needs to wear mask for 5 days

● For makeup/redo assignments and late assignments, does the county
regulate this or is it up to each individual teacher?

o county policy link: AACPS Grading Policy/Regulation
o 3 assignments per marking period, per class can be redone if below a

certain grade
o homework, quarterly assessments and group work cannot be redone
o must be done within 10 days of the due date and at least 10 days

before the end of the marking period
o assignments turned in within 5 days of the due date are accepted -

county regulation, if submitted more than 6 days - then the student
receives a 50%

o parent portal can send alert if student receives a zero
● Can you clarify what flextime is? Why the change from Marlin block and

what does it mean for the students?
o link: Flex block description for families
o district level decision to have it synced with all the county
o allows students to take classes that are not available in the school
o Flex has married advisory time & Marlin block time from previous

years
o before October 10th, how do students do a redo?

▪ can ask the teacher to complete during the class time
o starting October 10th, the students will get to choose how they

spend their flex time - currently every student has to do every A day
class and B day class

▪ will need to go to any class that has less than 80%
▪ if all classes are 80% or higher, then they can choose

different activities offered during that time
● some examples: Chess, Drawing, Soccer, Football,

Stitching, Trivia, Fantasy Football, Yoga, Board
games, Play dough

▪ Will be Tu, Wed, Thu for this - Monday and Friday is with
their advisory teacher

▪ if student does not show up, administration will be notified
and consequences follow
